Public works isn’t  just about concrete and construction,  it ’s  also about
people.  By priorit iz ing inclusive design and embracing universal  accessibil ity,
we can honor the spirit  of Autism Awareness Month and help build
communities where everyone feels safe,  respected, and included.

After all ,  a  community that works for everyone is  a stronger,  more
compassionate community for al l .
